Students below are a few questions
and answers that may help you
decide to tfake the ASVAB test.
Here are a few questions you
maybe asking yourself: “What will T
do after graduation? Should I go
to college or look for a job? Do I
have any other alternatives? What
about technical or vocational
training? Is college something I
can handle now, or should I wait
until later? Do I have the
resources o go on for further
education? If I do try to finda
job, what kind of job should it be?
Should I join the military? How do
I find out which occupations are
best for me, and where will T likely
succeed and be most satisfied?
Well, the ASVAB Career
Exploration Program can provide
you with much of this information.
The program provides you with the
opportunity to learn more about
yourself as well as the world-of-
work. This program can help young
people decide whether they want
to go on to college or vocational-
technical school after high school,
or directly enter into the work
force.

It also can help you decide whether
you want to join one of the military
services and take advantage of
technical and specialized training
and educational benefits available
to you.

Question: What is the ASVAB?

Answer: The Armed Services
Vocational Aptitude Battery
(ASVAB) is a multi-aptitude test
battery. It consists of 10 short
individual tests covering Word
Knowledge, Paragraph
Comprehension, Arithmetic
Reasoning, mathematics Knowledge,
General Science, Auto and Shop
Information, Mechanical
Comprehension, Electronics
Information, Numerical
Operations, and Coding Speed. Not
only do you receive scores on each
of these /ndividual tests, you also
receive composite scores.
Composite scores are the results
of several individual test combined
to yield three academic scores:
Verbal, Math, and Academic
Ability.

Question: Does it matter how well
I score on the ASVAB?

Answer: Yes, it does. The ASVAB
test is a good mirror of how well
you have developed your academic
and occupational abilities at school,
at home, and in the community
Question: What is an aptitude?
Answer: Aptitude can be defined
as capabilities that you have
developed, so far, that indicate
your readiness to become
proficient in a certain type of
activity, given the opportunity.
This may refer to your capacities
to learn a particular type of work,
or your potential for general
training. The ASVAB measures
aptitudes that are related to
success in different jobs.

So if you think the ASVAB is for
you, then sign your name and SSN
in the area designated for your
requested information. The sign-
up sheets will be located in room
#109 (See Mr. Mee) and the
